New England in the Fall is legendary for its spectacular autumn colours. Pumpkins line 
the roads waiting to be used for lanterns at Halloween. Margaret Deakin, our speaker 
for September, recalled her visit to this country. She reminded us of the journey of the 
Pilgrim Fathers from Plymouth seeking religious freedom leading to the building of a 
colony at Cape Cod and the founding of Boston. The settlers continued to be ruled 
from England but felt they were unfairly taxed resulting in the Boston Tea Party and 
the War of Independence. 

At our October meeting, Mike Payne shared his passion for Pinewood Studios with us. 
The enterprise started in 1934 at a Country Club owned by Charles Boot, He was 
joined by J. Arthur Rank and Pinewood Studios was born. Apparently the name was 
chosen to imitate the more famous Hollywood Studios So many box office hits were 
made at Pinewood from James Bond films to Alastair Sim in "Green for Danger" We 
remembered how we all fell in love with Dirk Bogarde in our teens. The Studios 
flourish to this day and indeed while walking in the adjacent Black Park I discovered 
sets being built for "Cinderella" to be released in 2015. 

A group of members and friends enjoyed an outing to the Poppy Factory in Richmond 
where ex-servicemen are employed making poppies for the British Legion. Poppies 
were first imported from France in 1921 by Ann Guerin. The choice of flower was 
inspired by a poem written by John McCrae in Ypres in 1915, "In Flanders Fields 
where poppies blow". He wanted to ensure that future generations would remember 
the sacrifice made by so many. It was soon realised that it would be better to produce 
poppies here and a factory was started employing five severely disabled W.W.1 veterans 
The volume of work increased and premises were found in Richmond where today 
about fifty people make 80,000 wreaths each year including those laid by the Royal 
Family at the Cenotaph.

A Halloween quiz followed when we had to decide among other 
things who Samhain was Lord of( The Zombies) and how pumpkins grow which was 
much easier.

Tickled pink - (meaning) To be delighted 
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News from Bucks County Council - 
Val Letheren updates us on her work….. 
 
I thought that with the onset of winter it would be appropriate to give a roads and  
gritting update. 
 
Green Road changes are now complete and it has been resurfaced at the same time, as 
well as its pavements restored all from the developer contribution pot!  
Funds are not so easy elsewhere and I have had to make bids to the Highways dept for 
our most needy ones. I still have Gerald’s Road and Mayhew Crescent in the pro-
gramme and they were to be completed this Autumn but due to all the rain they have 
now been delayed until next March and better weather for completion. They have been 
prepared and sealed already so that further damage is prevented. I am still trying to get 
funding to complete the footways in Geralds Road. 
I have also asked for Fremantle Road, Chadwick Street and Tower Street to be put in 
the forward programme and do let me know if your road should be there too.  
I do regularly inspect for myself but I am always responsive to residents information 
about bad area. The budget is limited but I make myself heard ! 
 
Winter Gritting 
We now have 25 gritting lorries covering 40% of Bucks roads concentrating on the 
main networks. Using 5 day weather forecast whether to salt of not which is when road 
temperatures are likely to fall below 1 degree C. Salting is normally carried out after the 
evening rush hour or before the morning traffic peak hour. However no guarantee can 
be given that the roads will always be clear of ice .  
Salt bins are now in place on many sites around our division , most of them put there in 
response to residents requests. They are solely for the use of the public highway and are 
generally restocked before and during Winter. 
We now have ‘Snow Routes’. They are the key routes on the strategic network and in 
time of very severe weather are given the highest priority to be kept serviceable .  
Amersham Hill is definitely one of these.  
The issue regarding clearing the snow outside your house is given guidance on the DfT 
web site. It is unlikely that you will be sued or held responsible for any injures on the 
path if you have cleared it carefully. People using theses area have a responsibility to be 
careful for themselves!!. Tips are  

• Start as early as possible  

• Don’t use hot water  

• If shovelling snow, think about where you are putting it so that it does not 
block other peoples paths or drainage levels

When the Coalition Government came into power three 
years ago, there were undeniable signs that state-directed 
public services were unable to meet the complex needs 
of the 21st century. Financial pressures and changes in 
population are making new demands on services and at 
the same time, quite rightly, people’s expectations are 
higher than ever.  This means the way in which public 
services are delivered has had to change. 
 
Too often in the past, public services have been  
provided and people have been told the arrangements 
were in their best interests.  In effect, we have had to like 
it or lump it.  The Government has been looking for 

new ways of allowing people to influence decisions which affect them, and we now have 
more power to make these decisions for ourselves.  It is clear to me that if we had pa-
tient-led commissioning, those patients would demand A&E and maternity services at 
Wycombe Hospital. That is why I have been working on this idea with the think-tank 
Civitas.  
 
Across the country there is currently a consultation being carried out called The NHS 
Belongs to the People – A Call to Action.  A number of public meetings have been held  
locally; if you missed the one held in Wycombe in November you can still participate by 
going to the following website and giving your views: http://www.chilternccg.nhs.uk/
call_to_action_t105787.html?a=0  This is the opportunity for people to give their 
thoughts on how everyone’s healthcare needs can be met, and what must happen to 
build an excellent NHS now and in the future; I urge as many people as possible to  
participate. 
  
There is a rich tradition running through this country of friendly societies, co-operatives, 
charities and trade unions which have worked for the benefit of their members and the 
communities in which they operate.  Such groups should be encouraged, allowing us to 
once again to discover that society is the co-operation of a free people.

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The birth of  a child 
At the heart of our Christmas celebrations is the birth of a child.  Most parents will 
agree that the birth of a child is always a life-changing event.  However, the birth of this 
child has brought about more change than any other.  Most obviously it has changed 
the way in which the world reckons time.  The date of his birth (or rather the calculation 
of that date made fifteen centuries ago) marks the beginning of our “Common Era”.  
More importantly for millions of people since the beginning of that Common Era, the 
birth of this child has changed the way that human beings think about God. 
 
Jesus, whose birth we celebrate at Christmas, was born in Bethlehem in the reign of 
King Herod the Great. He grew up in the Galilean town of Nazareth. He was executed 
in Jerusalem by the Roman authorities in the governorship of Pontius Pilate.  Christians 
believe that in this short life (Jesus is generally reckoned to have been killed in his early 
thirties) God the Creator entered his creation and shared the whole of human experi-
ence from conception to death.  Billions of words have been written over the centuries 
to try to explain what this means.  Bishop Ambrose of Milan, in the fourth century of 
our era, wrote “He was a baby… so that you may become a complete mature person.  
He was wrapped in swaddling cloths, so that you might be freed from the bonds of 
death… He came to earth so that you may be among the stars.” 
 
The contemporary American writer, Richard Rohr develops similar ideas when he 
writes: “The incarnation of Jesus demonstrates that God meets us where we are as hu-
mans. God freely and fully overcomes the gap from God’s side. The problem of  
redemption is already resolved once and for all, long before its dramatic illustration on 
the cross. Bethlehem already revealed that it was good to be a human being. 
 
“For the Christian, spiritual power is always hidden inside of powerlessness, just as God 
was hidden and yet revealed in a defenceless baby. If God is ever to be loved and 
shared, God had to risk both human embodiment and human vulnerability. This is the 
only thing that enchants and evokes the human heart. We do not properly fall in love 
with concepts or theological ideas (although some do try); persons fall in love with other 
persons. 
 
“In a weak little child, God is both perfectly hidden and perfectly revealed—and fully 
lovable.” 
 
The churches of Terriers and Totteridge invite you to join them this Christmas and to 
fall in love with God as he comes to us in the child of Bethlehem.
