A few of us helped with the
Christmas Fayre, a noisy, happy time with the children entering in to the fun and having a
go at all the activities.

Imagine you were unable to hear your name called for an appointment at an Outpatients
Clinic or hear the warning of the smoke alarm in your home. Well dogs can be trained to do
this for you. At our January meeting, Bev told us how in 1979 "Hearing Dogs for the Deaf"
was founded. Their centre is at The Grange at Saunderton. Puppies are bred at The Grange
and then have a year socialising with a puppy walker getting used to traffic noise, shopping
etc. Prospective owners must have a rapport with dogs. When dog and owner have been
matched, they spend some time in a flat at The Grange getting to know each other and
completing the training. We heard of a twenty two year old man who had become a recluse
because of his hearing loss. His life was transformed when he was given a dog because he
had to exercise it and he gradually became more confident with people. Dogs are being used
more frequently with children. In one case the dog slept in the child's bedroom so that it
could alert the parents if there was a problem over night thus giving them peace of mind.
We are hoping to arrange a visit to The Grange for a Guided Tour.

In February, Edward Dixon gave us an insight in to the pioneering work of women in
World War One. They saw the need for nurses both at home and at the Front Line. The
British hierarchy seemed reluctant to use their services, feeling it was not appropriate work
for women but the French readily found a role for them and they were soon driving
ambulances and nursing the wounded. Volunteers who joined the VAD wrote letters home
for the soldiers and undertook more menial tasks.

Rennie Grove Hospice Care

Following feedback from workshops, surveys and focus groups the umbrella name of
“Rennie Grove Hospice Care” has been selected to refer to the charity as a whole in
corporate communications such as the web site and annual review. The well known
names of Grove House will continue to be used in St Albans while Tain Rennie Hospice
will still feature in Buckinghamshire and Decorum (Hemel Hempstead area).

The logo’s of the charity will still have the purple base and feature the “Care around
you” branding. You will start to see the new look over the next few months in the
shops, at the office and in publications such as leaflets and the annual conference
registration forms.

South Bucks Hospice

The Butterfly Appeal sold its 75th brick during Februaty. The project aims to raise
funds to build a new purpose built building with state of the art facilities for 21st
century care for local people for the very first time. The hospice will be much bigger
than current premises and it is hoped to extend opening from five to seven days a week
with the aim of treating 60% more patients.

There will be specially designed grounds around the hospice where patients and their
families can enjoy peaceful moments of tranquillity and reflection. The Butterfly Walk
will allow anyone to buy a brick or paver and have the name or name of a loved one or
their group / company name in the gardens at the new hospice.

The new hospice will be located in Totteridge based in a largely residential area and will
have vastly improved drop off and parking facilities making visits much easier and
more convenient than they currently are.

Residents Await Public Enquiry

Residents from Windsor Drive and the surrounding roads such as Arnison

Avenue, Sheraton Drive and Amersham Hill Drive will be at a Public Enquiry on 16th
April at the Hazlemere Recereation Ground starting at 10am. The enquiry has been
triggered by a Buckinghamshire County Council Definite May Modification Order
between Windsor Drive and Sheraton Drive. The conformation of the order would
effectively see a public path open to all across the private gardens and parking areas of
the Windsor Drive estate.

There is likely to be both fierce opposition to the order but also support from those
wishing to gain access. If you have an interest in this make sure you come along on the
day to offer your support and have your voice heard.

One aspect of my job that I most enjoy is when I am invited to go behind-the-scenes of
local organisations to gain a better understanding of the challenges they face. I was
pleased to meet postal staff early in the morning at one of the local sorting offices to
see how the postal service operates in the run-up to Christmas. It was fascinating to
learn just how much post they deal with both in this busy period and the rest of the
year and I take my hat off to all who make the system run so smoothly, especially when
the proportion of packages has increased so markedly.

I also met the people who gritted our roads during the recent spell of bad weather. I
wanted to thank them for working unsocial hours to keep the main roads clear but I
also took the opportunity to discuss with them why High Wycombe often comes to a
standstill in bad weather. From what I learned, this is due to a combination of our hills
and the inevitably shortcomings of summer tyres. As demonstrated by the dreadful
accident on Hatters Lane when a school pupil was seriously injured by a motorist
driving in snowy conditions, we can never be complacent about road safety in winter.

News from Wycombe and Westminster
Steve Baker MP

At the time I write this, Sir Bruce Keogh, Medical Director of the NHS Commissioning
Board has ordered an investigation into death rates at Buckinghamshire NHS Trust
hospitals. Sir Bruce has said “The purpose of my investigation is to assure patients,
public and Parliament that these hospitals understand why they have a high mortality
and have all the support they need to improve.”

This is a good opportunity for Bucks NHS to be open and transparent so we can get to
the bottom of what is going on. Far too often, I hear reports second or third hand, by
which time they are hearsay and I cannot use them. I would implore NHS staff to take
this opportunity to use the official whistle-blowing channels and, if necessary, to come
and see me with relevant information. I will protect identities but pursue the substance
of matters brought to my attention.

NHS managers are employed to provide the best service for patients and they are paid
well for doing so. In answer to a recent Parliamentary Question, I was told that 488
members of staff in the NHS in Bucks earned over £50,000. Iintend to establish how
many of these are clinical staff and how many are managers but at these pay levels the
public is entitled to expect more. The recently released Francis Report cleatly
demonstrates there is a lack of accountability within the NHS. That is something we
must change.

The political process and political ideas affect so many areas of our lives whether we
take an interest or not. I go regularly to schools and often meet pupils who want to

hear more about the work of an MP. That’s why I organised a recent Parliamentary-
style debate called Westminster to Wycombe.

On 7th February Highcrest Academy’s main hall was transformed into the House of
Commons. Sixth form pupils from five local schools had the opportunity to learn about
the Parliamentary process and to experience what it is like to be an MP in debate. The
event was designed to recreate the atmosphere of the Commons as closely as feasible,
with front benches, divisions and me as the Speaker.

Easter in Totteridge and Terriers

Easter is the heart of the Christian year and you are invited to join the Christian
communities at St Wulstan’s Catholic Church in Hollis Road, at Totteridge Bap-
tist Church in Hillary Road, or at the (Anglican) parish church of St Francis of
Assisi in Amersham Road as they follow their Lord along the way to his suffering
and death and as they celebrate his resurrection. Note that some Catholic services
will be held at Our Lady of Grace Church in Booker. Further details on the website of
Blessed John Henry Newman Parish (http://www.bjhnparish.org/index.html).

Palm Sunday (Sunday 24th March) is the beginning of Holy Week. There will be

Mass at St. Wulstan's at 8.45am including the blessing of palms. There will also be
a blessing of palms at St Francis in the church hall followed by a procession. In the
evening there will be Stations of the Cross at 6pm at St. Wulstan's.

During the week there will be special services each day at both churches. Details
will be on the St Francis website (www.terrierschurch.org.uk) and on the JHN site.

On Thursday 28th March, Maundy Thursday, Christians remember the last supper
which Jesus shared with his disciples. The Mass of the Lord’s Supper for Catholics
will take place at Our Lady of Grace. At St Francis there will be a celebration of The
Lord’s Supper at 7pm. This takes place in the context of a meal and pre-booking is
essential. Both at St Francis and at Our Lady of Grace, the service will be followed
by a time of watching. At St Francis this will end with Night Prayer at 11.45pm.

Good Friday this year falls on 29th March. In the morning at St Francis has a
Messy Church in the Hall at 10am. There will be an hour of messy play and craft
work for children, followed by a short service in church and ending with the distribu-
tion of hot cross buns and is for all ages. Later at St Francis there will be a service
from 2 - 3pm with prayers, silence and songs and a retelling of the story of Jesus’s
death. At St. Wulstan's the Solemn Liturgy of the Passion will begin at 3.00 p.m.

On Holy Saturday (30th March) the Easter Vigil of the Lord's Resurrection in
Blessed John Henry Newman parish will take place at Our Lady of Grace. At St
Francis there will be a Vigil from 8.00 p.m. in the Church Hall.

The climax of all this is Easter Day (31st March). At St Francis the celebrations
begin at 6.30am with a Sunrise Service which blazes into life with a bonfire and a
candle-lit procession. This is followed by breakfast in church and an Easter egg hunt
for young people. At St Wulstan’s the Mass of the Resurrection begins at 9am. At
10am there will be a Parish Communion at St Francis, including prayers at the
Easter Garden. The final celebration of the morning is at Totteridge Baptist Church,
where the Revd David Hazeldine will lead a Family Worship Service at 10.30am.

Whether you are a committed Christian or simply curious to explore the story of
Jesus, we look forward to welcoming you at all or any of these acts of worship.

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Restoring St Francis

The parish church of St Francis in Amersham Road may not be the oldest church
building in High Wycombe (it dates back eighty-three years to 1930), but it is one of
the most architecturally distinguished. It has been awarded Grade II* status by
English Heritage and is generally reckoned to be one of the best church designs of
the eminent 20%"-century architect Sir Giles Gilbert Scott. It is also a prominent
feature of the Wycombe skyline, especially for drivers on the M40 and rail passen-
gers using the Chiltern line.

Sadly, this very prominence has caused increasing problems for the worshippers, as
eight decades of battering by wind and rain have taken their toll. Damage caused
by water penetration led to the building being placed on the “Heritage at Risk” reg-
ister of English Heritage and in 2010 the church launched its 80" Birthday Appeal to
fund the work that was necessary to restore the fabric of St Francis Church.

By November 2012, the first phase of the project to restore St Francis was complet-
ed, and for the first time for many years the congregation now worships in a water-
proof building. The difference is already apparent. The musty smell has gone. Con-
cert-goers can now enjoy the music without the damp seeping into their bones.

In December 2012 the Church Council heard that its second application for funds
from the Heritage Lottery Fund had succeeded. Phase 2 of the project will include a
first stage of investigation and tendering for the main works. The estimated cost of
this stage is £21,000. The Heritage Lottery Fund has awarded a grant of £16,000.

This work will be carried out between January and September 2013. It will be fol-
lowed by stage 2, with an estimated cost of £211,000. Again, we have been award-
ed a grant from the Heritage Lottery Fund of £157,000 Stage 2 will include:

® replacing plaster and redecoration in the transept and chancel

® removing plaster, dry-lining and redecorating the lower ground floor

® making good damaged parquet flooring in the downstairs area

® grouting external walls to reinforce the building & renewing failed damp course

Before the works can begin the church will need to have raised the remaining funds.
The Church Council has budgeted around £30,000 to complete the main project and
a further £30,000 for necessary additional works.

The Church Council has already embarked on the process of making applications to
trusts and other grant-giving bodies. It is planned that local fundraising will begin
after Easter 2013. If the church building holds significant memories for you and you
would like to be involved, in whatever way, in the restoration project, please contact
the vicar and church wardens, either via St Francis Vicarage or through the church
website (www.terrierschurch.org.uk.).

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Gone Phishing

Fraudsters drop their bait into the murky waters of the internet to see who will bite.... Phishing
the name given to sending a trick email to get hold of your passwords, usernames, credit card details
and other personal information that you use for online payments or banking. This type of fraud is most
commonly done by email but sometimes by text message, or telephone.

How do they phish?

Phishing emails mimic ones that at first glance could come from your bank or perhaps PayPal or
HMRC for example, and they will say that their computer system has detected some kind of threat to
your account and that you therefore need to confirm, update or verify your details urgently otherwise
your account will be closed in a matter of days. There will be a link to a website whete you can enter
these details as requested, and this is the danger — the link takes you to the fraudster’s own website,
designed to look like the real bank’s website, where they will collect your account details. The next time
you look, your account will be empty.

Giveaway signs of a phishing email
The email will address you as Dear Customer rather than by your name. There may be several
email addresses as well as yours in the “T'o’ line.
The message is designed to alarm you with a threat to your account unless you give them
information quickly.
You will be asked for personal information — date of birth, password, PIN number, security
code etc.
The link in the message might well have the real company logo and even the company name in the
URL address but it is possible for phishers to create a fake URL that does contain a legitimate name in
it but with other words, http://www.barclays.confirmdetails.co.uk, or misspell a legitimate name just
slightly to http://www.barlcays.co.uk. Note that if you are supposed to enter personal details on any
legitimate website the address of that webpage will begin with the secure https prefix not just http.
Look out for grammatical mistakes or sloppy spelling in the email.

What to do if you get a phishing email

If you think it might possibly be a genuine message do not log into your account by using the link sent
to you in the email — type in the web address you usually use yourself and navigate from there to your
account. A genuine message will also be waiting for you in the genuine website.

Banks or other financial institutions will NEVER ask you to verify your personal information by
clicking on a link in an email.

Forward the email to the bank so that they can investigate, before deleting it.

Do not click on a link from a strange email, and do not open an attachment sent with a strange email in
case it contains a virus that could damage your computer or steal information.

Phishing by phone

Beware phone calls alerting you to a security problem with your account and asking for similar
information, or for you to give your bank card and PIN number to a courier. Never give out personal
information over the phone unless you have found the number and dialled it yourself. Your bank will
never ask for your PIN number, so don’t give it to anyone else either.

Phishing by text message

These may ask you to telephone your bank on a number they give you to verify, confirm or update
your account details — again, never give out personal information over the phone unless you have
found the number and dialled it yourself.
