Soapbox - Lakshan puts the case for reversing
changes to School Term-Time Holiday rules

Both as a parent and as adult who enjoyed family holidays I feel very
strongly on the rule changes that came into effect last November. I
have signed the national petition and now the signatures in support of this have reached
over 200,000. The new rules stop students with good attendance from taking a short
break up to 10 days with parents in term time with the approval of the head teacher.

These changes will adversely affect many families including military families, who have
to fit in holidays around work, training and overseas deployments and those who cannot
afford the cost of a holiday in school holidays. Also not all business can allow their staff
to be off all at the same time therefore is the department of education now saying that
children are not entitled to holidays with their parents anymore? I feel that most MPs in
the Government had holidays with their parents when they were young so why do they
think they have the power to stop our children's generation from enjoying the same.

All children who have a good attendance record should be allowed the opportunity to
enjoy quality time with their parents on an annual holiday of up to 10 days once per
year. Who is allowed and not allowed should be left for the headteachers to decide on
pre-noted guidelines, with a reasonable appeal process. Good parents or parents that
work full time should not be criminalised for wanting to enjoy an affordable annual
family holiday. These badly thought out changes will also adversely affect many
businesses that rely upon holiday trade. Furthermore the cost of holidays in school
holidays will sky rocket as a direct result of these changes. The Government should
reverse these amendments immediately. This rule is acceptable to Europe where
everything closes down for the summer but not in the UK.

Does this government not think that holidays can be a source of education. We are
supposed to live in a Multi cultural country and traveling and holidays are an essential
source of learning to children and adults alike. Soon only rich kids willbe able to go on
holiday and that's unfair on everyone else. In the same light should the government then
not control the profit driven holiday companies, striking teachers; Oh that will be
against human rights and free trade; so what is this againstll Give power back to the
parents to decide with teachers and allow them to choose absence on an individual
basis/circumstances. This is a issue I feel strongly about and we should send a clear
message to the government that this law is unacceptable.

News from Bucks County Council -

Val Letheren updates us on her work.....

I am glad for us all that we have managed to escape the problems of flooding this year
experienced by various communities in the County and beyond, but of course the never
ending rain has made our roads worse than ever. The contractors cannot get out to do
much with all the water around, and they are very behind with the promised work. The
Kingshill Road, which is just outside my patch, for instance has to be driven with
extreme caution! The Council has recently committed itself to nearly £65 million to be
spent on roads and footways .Thank you to those who have made me aware of problem
roads, and where they fall outside the division I am responsible for I have passed the
message on. At last we have a footway budget allocated and I am mindful they we still
need to finish Gerald’s Road. If you have a problem please let me know.

I continue with my select Committee work and we have now completed the ‘narrowing
the gap’ enquiry. My thanks to those residents who contributed. This goes to Cabinet
on March 17 and then we have just a little more to do on ‘young people’s readiness for
work’. It seems that many schools do not give this nearly enough emphasis,
concentrating more on academic achievement. Young people themselves say how they
would benefit from being given advice on career paths available. I wonder how many of
you landed up in a career more by luck than judgement.

The Council tax will be going up by 1 %2 percent, which represents 31p a week average
for the band D Council Tax payer. This follows four years of no rise, and includes
coping with sixteen per cent inflation. The County Council has had to make many cuts
to manage this, saving £85 million from its gross budget during this time, but continues
to make sure its vulnerable members of the community ate affected least. There have
been many staff reductions over this time to reduce the wages bill, but we are doing all
we can to retain efficiency in our service to the public.

It really has been a long and gloomy Winter for us all but the economy seems now to
be picking up , unemployment is down and the spring bulbs have started to show.

South Bucks Hospice

Palliative Care & Lymphoedema Clinic

£1.8 million legacy propels new Hospice plans

South Bucks Hospice, which provides expert care for local people with cancer
and other life-limiting illnesses, has received a staggering £ 1.8 million legacy
from an anonymous benefactor. The fantastic news astounded staff, volunteers
and trustees who were overwhelmed to receive such a generous donation.

It means that the vision for the Charity to build a brand new, state-of-the-art
Hospice in Kingswood, Totteridge, will now be a reality much sooner than
anticipated and a new completion date of winter 2016 set. The original appeal
launched in 2011 and the Charity has so far raised over £500,000 with the help
of its supporters and volunteers in the community.

The new purpose-built centre will have the capacity to care for up to 60% more
patients and will bring together the day care service and Lymphoedema clinic,
with staff able to collaborate and share expertise. The current range of activities
and therapies will also be expanded, including the vital Lymphoedema service,
providing an even higher level of care to local people with serious illnesses.

The donation was awarded as the executors of the benefactor’s will were
extremely impressed with the vision for the new Hospice and the passion
shown by new Chief Executive, Jo Woolf who commented: ‘We are not afraid
to embrace the true existential aspect of patient and family needs. We’ve moved
away from the assumption that dying can be slotted into a standard care plan.
Dying is a profoundly complex personal journey that each individual
approaches in their own unique way. The way and where we die is incredibly
important’.

The Hospice has also decided to keep Pusey House, which was to be sold in the
original fundraising strategy. The site, on Amersham Hill, is where the Hospice
began its journey in 1992 and initial plans are for the site to be a focal point for
carers.

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Sunday 13" April, Palm Sunday, is the first day of Holy Week, the most solemn week
of the Christian year. It takes its name from the pilgrims who greeted Jesus on his
entry into Jerusalem with waving palm-branches and a “red carpet” made up of their
outer garments, laid across the roadway. In commemoration of this, worshippers car-
ry palm branches in a procession from the Church Hall to the Church. In the Church
they will listen to the account of Jesus’s suffering and death which is given by St Mat-
thew. There will be special services each day this week.

The three days that end this week are very different. On the first of them, Maundy
Thursday (17" April), an evening act of worship is framed by a simple meal, recollect-
ing the last supper which Jesus shared with his closest friends. If you would like to
share in this meal, please book your place by e-mail at terrierschurch@gmail.com or
by telephone at either (01494) 520676 or 462911. The church will be open for prayer
until midnight.

Good Friday (18" April) falls into two parts. In the morning “Messy Good Friday” fol-
lows the pattern of the monthly Messy Church, but although this event begins in the
church hall the story is told in church as the children decorate the Easter Garden and,
instead of a meal, hot cross buns are shared. In the afternoon “The Last Hour” takes
up the final hour of Jesus’ suffering on the cross.

Holy Saturday (19" April) is the day when Christians recall how the corpse of Jesus
rested in the tomb where it had been hurriedly laid the evening before. It is a time for
reflection and rest, balanced between the suffering and struggle of Good Friday and
the amazement and joy of Easter morning. That is why, after sunset, members of the
congregation will come together in darkness in the church hall to prepare for Easter,
to watch and wait as they hear the story of God'’s interaction with his people down the
ages. There will be silence, and song, and readings from the Bible. The words are
accompanied by some powerful pictures.

On the first Easter Day some of the women who had followed Jesus went at first light
to the tomb, to complete the burial rites interrupted by the Sabbath. To their amaze-
ment they found the entrance to the tomb wide open and the body gone. So on Easter
morning (20" April), people will gather before sunrise as the new fire is lit and the
Easter candle, the symbol of Jesus’ resurrection, is blessed and paraded in triumph
through the church building. As it moves through the church, other candles are lit and
the darkness of grief and loss is replaced by a growing awareness of new life and
hope. The sunrise service is followed by breakfast in the church building and an East-
er egg hunt for younger members of the congregation. Later in the morning, at a ser-
vice for all ages, prayers at the Easter Garden will lead into a celebration of new life
and hope for the world.

May the joy and hope of the resurrection be yours this Eastertide.

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Spring at St Francis

The first day of Lent is Ash Wednesday (5th March). Two services mark the begin-
ning of this solemn season, which is a time to reflect and to review our lives in the
light of God’s boundless love and mercy. A morning service follows the traditional
order of the Book of Common Prayer. An evening service includes music and uses
contemporary language. Throughout Lent there will be opportunities to reflect on
Christian faith and deepen discipleship, through study courses and opportunities for
prayer and meditation.

The following
Sunday (16™ March) the service will be led by Bishop John Pritchard of Oxford. He is
one of SPCK’s best-selling writers and also chairs the Society’s board of Trustees.

On the afternoon of Saturday, 29" March, the Church Hall will be given over to an
hour of messy play and craft activity tor all the family (making cards and gifts in
preparation for Mothering Sunday), rounded off with a story, a song and a prayer, and
followed by a meal. The Parish Communion the next day is a service for all ages at
which children will distribute posies of flowers to the women in church, a reminder of
the time when this Sunday was the day of the first visit home for young people who
had found employment as domestic servants or farm-hands the previous autumn. The
Sunday after (6™ April) marks the beginning of Passiontide and an increasing focus
on the cross. The 8.00 a.m. Communion service will follow the traditional order of the
Book of Common Prayer. The Parish Communion will include Prayer for Healing, with
the laying on of hands and anointing for those who request it.

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Redfords Playing Field

Many local residents may well recall back ¢
in 1990 a controversial plan to build o
houses on Redfords Playing Field
bounded by Walton Drive, Highworth
Close and Freemantle Road.

The field was used for many years as
extra space by the Royal Grammar
School for Cricket Matches etc and Bucks CC had decided to sell it off retaining
about 1/3rd for Highworth School use. This land is next to the Recteation
Ground already owned by Wycombe District Council.

As the plans would seriously erode the amount of open space available a group
was formed - (Totteridge Resident Action Campaign - TRAC) to challenge the
plan. We had a public meeting and formed a committee to fight the plans. All
those interested wrote individual letters (not a petition) and sent them to WDC.

Following local planning meetings the plan was rejected but Bucks CC then
escalated it to the Environment Minister Chris Patten hoping to succeed. We
were elated to learn that the plans were finally rejected and the field was saved!

Our main argument was the loss of green belt land and public open space in an
otherwise built up area. RAF aerial pictures provided by a resident to enhance
our case were made available (no Goggle earth in those days) and we felt this
was a major factor in winning the appeal (I still have the photo hanging in my
hall).

The next year Bucks CC passed the field to WDC to extend the recreation
ground and further improvements have been made over subsequent years with
seats and play equipment being installed. Its still possible to determine where
the fields divide by the hedgerow that splits the field.

To mark the success a Horse Chestnut tree was planted near the fenced in path-
way to Highworth School by Councillor Kathleen Peatey and two other local
councillors who supported our campaign throughout.
