to be played against Chesham we are in for an exciting end to the campaign. 
 

The team have recently returned to the club traditional 
colours of yellow & green playing in a new kit sponsored 
by STOCKLINE LIMITED, who are based in Cressex. 
We are extremely grateful to our kit sponsors who 

through their invaluable support enable us to keep the cost, of which full team 
kit is a major club expense, free from the player’s fees.  
 
Our two mini football teams have had some mixed results with the UNDER 8’s 
generally fairing a little better than the UNDER 10’s.

Most of us were a little lost 
but full of admiration for the people who worked so tirelessly to break the codes  Police 
stationed at Denmark Hill realise that the messages they were intercepting between Russia 
and their spies in  Germany came from Hitler.  They were passed to Bletchley Park where 
the code was cracked.  Tommy Flowers a Post Office worker, was responsible for building 
Colossus, the first computer, which enabled messages to be decoded in 6 to 8 days.  With 
various modifications this had improved to 6 to 8 hours by June 1944.  It was estimated 
that because of all this hard work the war was shortened by two years. 
 
This year is the 100th anniversary of the founding of the W.I.  There are many events 
planned through out the country   The Centenary Baton will be arriving in High 
Wycombe on 26th April  and will be walked round the Rye.  Pan Mill will be running and 
Terriers W.I. will be holding a produce and craft stall in the Mill Gardens from 12 
noon  There will be displays, activities and refreshments at Stuart Lodge from 2 p.m.  Do 
come along and join in the celebrations. 
 
The A.G.M. at the Albert Hall will be very special but 
 only one person can represent us.   However, there will be a live screening at Cine World 
which will enable a large number of our members to experience this piece of history.

TIPS FOR KEEPING YOUR PET AT A HEALTHY WEIGHT  
 
Most of us like to indulge our pets with the occasional treat but if they become overweight they 
can be at risk of a whole range of problems including diabetes, heart disease, skin complaints and 
arthritis. Weight gain in pets is commonly caused by eating too much, especially when combined 
with a lack of exercise.

It has been a busy time at the County Council with the priority to invest more in  
Children’s services, after the disappointing poor Ofsted Inspection. The number of 
children coming into care has increased by 10% to around 450 and the number of  
agency social workers has gone up considerably causing big strains on the budget. The 
investment required now, as well as our commitment to invest more in our roads has 
proved a very difficult balance. The result is that the Council tax rise will be 1.99% this 
year.  
 

Locally Freemantle Road is now down to be repaired as soon as the weather improves 
and Gerald’s Road , Mayhew Crescent and roads off have at last been completed. 
I have asked for Chippendale Close to now be considered as well as Green Hill and 
Toweridge Road. Footways need to be done is some of our roads and I have asked the 
engineers to come up with a way of solving the parking problems in Tyzack Road which 
get worse every year. Cost limits the choices available. I  continue to ask the police to 
do all they can regarding the boy racers we seem to be plagued with down Arnison  
Avenue and around. Speed limits are ignored by them it seems but we are still pushing 
ahead to see if 20mph zones would be a good idea in some parts. 
 

My work at the County has involved promoting the recent select committee inquiry my 
committee has completed into cyber safety for our young people. It can be read on the 
Bucks CC website. This has aroused a lot of interest and we soon realised what a seri-
ous concern this is and getting worse!. Much good stuff is being done throughout the 
County and nationally but we soon realised that there is a lack of good coordination in 
putting all the help together.. One of our recommendations is that we have a named 
teacher at each of our schools, and a named officer at BCC responsible for making sure 
that all of our children have access to good training using the websites available to teach 
them how to be safe on line. We soon discovered that the young people do take risks, 
and most are sharper than their parents in what they can do on line, good and bad!!! It 
seems that the best way forward is for parents and pupils to work together to achieve 
this with the schools, and I know Highcrest School especially is using its senior pupils 
to guide the junior ones. The number of hours  per day we all now spend on line is an-
other concern. 
 

Finally I would like to report that this year I have used my Community Fund to support 
two of our churches, St Augustine’s RC Church and St Francis at Terriers. For  
St Augustine’s I have been able to contribute toward a much needed new piano for the 
choir, and to St Francis a contribution toward their new lighting scheme which has been 
part of their recent refurbishment!

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Firstly look it up on your PC. This will give you an idea on how it works. 
 
The Big Lunch is now an annual event spreading all over the country and takes place on 
the first Sunday in June (Sun 7th 2015) 
I believe the idea started via the Eden Centre in Cornwall. It's costs nothing to put on 
and brings all your neighbours together in the early summer. 
 
When you ask around you should find that people like to help, bringing BBQs, spare 
tables, maybe a Gazebo or two. A leaflet sent around the neighbourhood about 2-
3weeks prior explaining what to bring on the day usually does the trick. A bring and 
share plate of food for each person suffices. Keep your meat or veggie items for your 
own consumption. Bring your own drink and plastic cups, plates and cutlery and of 
course some fold up chairs. 
 
If you have children perhaps some things to keep them amused but we have found they 
soon start to play with others there on the day. 
 
I am sure someone will supply some recorded background music and perhaps you may 
have a musician or two who might be brave enough to give you all a selection of suita-
ble tunes. We have had a neighbour’s grandson who was good at magic. You may have 
lots of other ideas to try. 
 
In Windsor Drive and Fremantle Road we have had at Lunches for 3/4 years so far and 
now it's an annual event & fresh faces appear each year and you can encourage others 
by telling them how good it is. 
 
In your road there may be a green area off the carriageway suitable for the venue. For a 
road closure some council will assist without making a charge but this needs to be veri-
fied, don't just block off the road as you could be in trouble. 
 
You will get lots of advice from the website. Don't forget some bunting if you have any.

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News from Westminster to Wycombe - Steve Baker MP 
 

There has been lots of good employment news lately, 
and most readers of Terriers & Totteridge News will 
know how the numbers of people in work have risen 
to an all-time high. What I thought would be useful 
would be for you to know what this means locally. 
 
The total number of Jobseeker's Allowance claimants 
in Wycombe constituency in January 2015 was 1,069. 
This represents a rate of 1.9% of the economically  
active population aged 16 to 64.   The figure is 429 
lower than in January 2014, which shows a good trend 
for employment prospects and means Wycombe is in 

the lowest third of all constituencies for unemployment.   There is also good news 
for young claimants (aged 18-24); unemployment in this group stands at 545 but 
this is the second lowest monthly total since 2001. 
 
There were 3,405 job openings in Buckinghamshire in January.  A significant  
number of people looking for work (39.9% of all claimants in Bucks) want to be in 
sales occupations.  From the latest economic forecast, it is expected 11,000 more 
jobs will be created to 2018.  
 
Those people who own their own home may be pleased to know that Buckingham-
shire’s average house price rose to a new of high £298,867 in December 2014, 8.2 
% (£20,271) above March 2008’s pre-recession peak. Over the last year, prices in 
Buckinghamshire have risen 11.4% (£30,480). While owner-occupiers may cele-
brate, I continue to be concerned about the prospects of home ownership for 
young people despite the good intentions of the Government’s Help to Buy 
scheme. 
 
It is almost impossible at the moment to avoid hearing about the coming General 
Election in May.  For those you of who have very little interest in politics I’m afraid 
this is going to continue for at least another two months.  However, for those who 
do follow these things closely, commentators agree that the election is the most 
important one in a generation but is too close to call.  I will cease to be the Member 
of Parliament on 30th March when Parliament is dissolved.  I do not want to say 
anything here which might be construed as being party political, so will only say that 
I believe Britain needs strong and competent leadership, as there seems to be  
evermore world unrest which needs this country’s attention.
