The Trust also supports a Community Café called Together We Can, plus cookery evenings 
showing how to make easy and tasty meals, for people with limited food and cooking equip-
ment.  They also run Toddlers groups that provide much needed support for mothers and 
small children to meet.  And they work with schools to provide meals for children whose 
families do not qualify for free school meals, but still need support in providing their chil-
dren with a meal during the day.  
 

After Kerry left, Chris Gray who had attended the NFWI  AGM the day before at the Royal 
Albert Hall, gave a brief report on the day’s events, although it had been a long day she had 
enjoyed it.  The resolution had been past. This year the speakers had spoken on abuse, one 
of the speakers was Melanie Brown who had spoken about her 10 years of abuse in a  
former marriage.  

 

The 4th of July was our Annual Garden Party, this year it was held in our Presidents Gar-

den in Terriers.  The weather kept fine, our committee provided food and drinks and we all

Texting remains one of the most popular ways of keeping in 
touch. So its no surprise  that firms are increasingly choosing to 
market their products by text. However, no one want to have 
their mobile phone bombarded by spam texts advertising  
products and services they don’t want. 

 

What can I do to stop receiving spam texts? 
If you receive a text message from a sender you are familiar with, or from a short 
code (usually 4 or 5 digits but can be up to 8), reply STOP to the number shown in 
the message. However if it is from an unknow sender its recommended not to  
reply. Doing so will let them know your number is active and may result in more 
messages. 
 

To report spam text forward it to 7726 
You may get an automated response but will not be charged for the message.

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Citizens Advices Bucks urges  
pensioners to check they are  
getting all they are entitled to 
 
 

Many pensioners are missing out on pension credits or  
claiming pension credit as a gateway benefit. With changes to the 
winter fuel payment which was introduced in 1997 this will now not 
be automatic for all of pension age. This will now only be given to 
those who are receiving Pension Credit or a few other benefits. 
 
The payment has not been without criticism as by paying all pension-
ers many wealthy people who may not need the money have still re-
ceived the payout. However, with the cost-of-living crisis affecting 
many households and 1 in 3 pensioners not claiming all their entitle-
ment there is concern what effect this will have on many older resi-
dents in Bucks. People may not be claiming all their entitlement be-
cause they are unaware, the amount seems to small or the sigma 
around receiving benefits. 
 
People should not have to choose between heating and eating during 
the winter and if claiming pension credit can help then they certainly 
should do this. There are an estimated 880,000 households not 
claiming Pension Credit currently in the U.K.  
 
It is easy to check either for 
yourself or a relative if the  
household is eligible through 
Citizen Advice Bucks. The 
charities web site has a  
simple calculator where by 
entering a few details it will 
show if you can claim. There 
is also lots of other useful  
information, help and advice.
