We are still awaiting the outcome of the Inspectors letter after the examination of Section 1 of the Emerging District Plan. This is crucial as it will confirm our housing supply numbers, either 550 houses per year or as per the latest National Planning Policy Framework formula (NPPF), which suggests 860 houses per year. 

TDC believe the proposed Garden Communities of the North Essex Garden Communities Ltd (NEGC) ideas and plans are sound. 

However, we have been waiting for the response letter for over 6 weeks now. TDC understand that the draft letter is with the Ministry for Housing but has not yet been agreed. As soon as the letter has been received I will update you.
