Bible Cake – All Ages 

Decipher the codes and make the cake. 

Enter the Cake Competition Summer Fayre on 
Saturday 16th May at St Michael’s, Theydon Mount. 

1. 1 cup = Judges 5:25 (last clause) 
2. 2 cups = Jeremiah 6:20 
3. 6 = Jeremiah 17:11 
4. 3½ cups = 1 Kings 4:22 
5. ½ teaspoon = Leviticus 2:13 
6. Teaspoon = Amos 4:5 
7. ¼ teaspoon = 2 Chronicles 9:9 
8. 1 tablespoon = 1 Samuel 14:25 
9. 1 cup = Judges 4:19 
10. 2 cups = 1 Samuel 30:12 
11. 1 cup = Numbers 17:8 (blanched and chopped) 

 

 
 Beat 1 and 2 into a cream 
 Add 3 – one at a time -still beating 
 Sift 4, 5, 6, and 7 into the mixture 
 Mix 8 and 9 together, then add to mixture 
 Add 10 and 11 to the mixture and stir well 
 Pour mixture into cake pan and bake at 180 

degrees until cooked 
 Decorate and eat!
