Thankfully, the resident  did not disclose any 
personal details at all, but is understandably a 
bit shaken.

It will say it was from Middlesborough … 
The number also called the local Co-ordinator  
also checked her call log on her phone and it 
appears they tried to contact her too.  
Hence, it looks as though they are targeting the 
area.
