If you do not have the time to be a Co-ordinator please 
do NOT create a scheme or be a “local” contact as that 
is not how Neighbourhood Watch works since 1982 in 
the UK.  Please also note that NWN also says that your 
scheme MUST be approved by your local District 
Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator who will advise you 
of that District’s rules and criteria and the specific role 
of a Co-ordinator …. 
However I am hearing from those who have registered 
with NWN that they did not expect to hear from me at all.  
They thought that by registering with NWN they are 
automatically members of Neighbourhood Watch but 
sadly they are not as they must be registered  on the 
local Neighbourhood Watch database and also approved 
by your District Neighbourhood Watch  Co-ordinator.. 
I am available 24/7 to help anyone who is keen to know 
about Neighbourhood Watch.  In fact you may have a 
local area Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator who will 
be pleased to chat to you instead!
