Wembury Allotments Win Water Saving Grant 

Good news !! We have been awarded a grant of around two and a half thousand pounds from 

South West Water’s Water Saving Community Fund. The money will be used to buy new IBC 

tanks and replace some of the old ones, so that we can store more rainwater for the site. There 

is no mains supply at the allotments so every drop we use must be harvested. The new tanks 

will help us catch more of that precious rain and keep our crops and flowers alive through the 

dry spells. It is another step towards making the allotments more resilient and sustainable.
